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Dear Parents/Guardians:  

Sooner than one can imagine, TCAP testing will be upon us. It is an 

important time of the school year, as these tests provide mean-

ingful information about how groups of students achieve, give in-

formation on an individualõs performance on a given day, and reveal 

areas of strength and weakness in our curriculum.  

Naturally, we expect our students to be academically prepared to 

take this battery of tests. It is important that each of our stu-

dents gives his or her very best effort on each portion of the 

TCAP.  Therefore, we are asking both students and parents to 

help us ensure students are physically, emotionally and mentally at 

their best during the testing window. The following are a few sug-

gestions for maximizing student performance:  

1. Make attendance a priority, especially on days that you know 

testing will be administered.  

2.  Keep a positive attitude about the tests and support the school 

in emphasizing the importance of your student doing his or her 

very best on all TCAP assessments.  

3. Make sure that your child gets enough sleep the night before 

the test.  

4. Provide a high -protein,  healthy, low -sugar breakfast  for your 

child. Kids learn better on full stomachs, but if their stomachs 

are full of sugary, heavy foods that will make them sleepy or 

slightly queasy, it's not much better than an empty stomach.  

5. A calm environment in the home helps to achieve peak perfor-

mance. 

6. Talk to your child about how the test went, what he or she did 

well, and what he or she would have done differently. Think of it 

as a mini-debriefing or brainstorming session. You can talk about 

test -taking strategies  after the fact as easily as beforehand.  

While I have stressed the importance of taking TCAP testing se-

riously, please know that no test can capture a childõs essence. 

Tests do not reveal a childõs curiosity, resilience, compassion, or 

character.  However, they do allow us to measure how we are per-

forming at a particular point in time, and they give us information 

about how we may provide the very best education for your child.  

Thank you for your support in making the TCAP as meaningful as 

possible and enjoy your Spring Break.

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CHSAA Names Sanford High School Students to Academic All - State Teams  

Program Sponsored by CHSAA Continues Recognition of Deserving Students  

Aurora, Colo. ð The Colorado High School Activities Association and Sanford High School has named 17 

participants to the winter activities season Academic All -State teams. CHSAA Commissioner Paul Angelico 

has announced that 17 students have earned first team or honorable mention recognition.  

The 17 students received honors for excellence in the classroom as well as accomplishments in the activi-

ties arena. Of these participants, 11 students earned First Team honors, while an additional 6 students 

earned Honorable Mention recognition.  

First Team honors are given to those students with a 3.60 or higher grade point average. Students with 

grade point averages 3.30 to 3.59 earned honorable mention recognition.  

Each student receives a certificate in acknowledgement of his/her achievement.  

Now in its 16 th  year, the Academic All -State program has recognized thousands of students throughout 

the state in the three sports seasons.  

The Academic All -State program continues to showcase the impressive students we have in our programs. 

This program is one of just a few that honors those special individuals who have succeeded in the class-

room, as well as in their chosen activities.  

òWe know through a myriad of research that those students who participate in high school activities are 

more likely to remain in school, miss fewer days and enjoy greater success in life. A Colorado study shows 

that the average participant in our state holds a 3.06 grade point average. Interscholastic activities are a 

critical ingredient in the education of our young people,ó the Commissioner added. 

To earn Academic All -State status, a student must be a significant contributor on his/her athletic team, 

or a major contributor in his/her activity; meet specific academic criteria of the program; be a partici-

pant in one or more CHSAA -sanctioned activities; and be a junior or senior in academic standing.

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Three students from Sanford High School  

Named Semi-finalists for Daniels Scholarship  
 

Sanford, CO  ð Sanford High School announced today that three students involved in its program have been named 

semifinalists for the Daniels Scholarship.  

 

Lindsey Rodriguez, Mitchell Peterson, and Kelly Crowther were nominated for the scholarship by Sanford High School. 

Sanford High School serves a diverse population of students from the San Luis Valley. At Sanford, they take the 

business of education very seriously. Through the dedicated work of exceptional teachers and staff, Sanford is com-

mitted to the academic, emotional, and social development of students at this critical time in their academic lives.  

 

These students are among the approximately 700 semifinalists in Colorado, New Mexico, Utah, and Wyoming entering 

the final selection phase for the Daniels Scholarship. In early April, 250 Daniels Scholarships will be awarded to final-

ists.  

 

In establishing the Daniels Fund, cable pioneer Bill Daniels directed the program to seek out promising students who 

demonstrate strength of character, a well -rounded personality, potential to give back to the community, and other 

characteristics.  

 

The Daniels Scholarship has grown from a small pilot program with 32 students launched in the year 2000, to awarding 

some 250 scholarships each year in the spring. To date, 2,262 Daniels Scholarships have been awarded, allowing stu-

dents to attend colleges and universities across the United States.  

 

The Daniels Scholarship is not òfull ride,ó but is supplemental to all other financial aid resources available to the stu-

dent. By requiring students to apply for other readily available financial resources such as Pell Grants, the Daniels 

Fund is able to provide even more scholarships to deserving young people seeking to attend college.  

 

Bill Daniels, a cable pioneer known for his kindness and generosity to those in need, established the Daniels Fund to 

provide grants and scholarships in Colorado, New Mexico, Utah and Wyoming. When he died in the year 2000, his es-

tate transferred to the Fund, making it the largest foundation in the Rocky Mountain West.
