Dear Community,

I would like to talk about the word ~ best. | recently submitted the  BEST Grant Appli-

cation to the Colorado Department of Education. This is the application in which the district is ap-
plying for grant funds to build a new school. Now the waiting period begins. The BEST Board will
meet at the end of June to decide which applications they will fund. BEST is the acronym for Build-
ing Excellent Schools Today. We already have an excellent school, but a large part of our building
has exceeded its life expectancy. The application attempts to show that the older part of the San-
ford School building presents health and safety concerns for our students. If the application is ap-
proved for funding, we will still have a lot of work ahead of us. A bond will need to be passed to pay
for approximately 5% of the total cost. This is the chance of a lifetime for our District, and it is

w h a tbé@ssfor our students. Without the grant funds, we will never be able to replace or remodel
the existing building. These funds become more important in light of the recent budget cuts in

state funding of education.

A BEST building with fewer square feet would mean lower energy and maintenance costs. In the
past two years our District has lost revenue due to state budget cuts in the amount of nearly
$500,000. This year the State has prepared us for a $590 reduction for every student that we

have attending. Such large budget cuts to education have never happened in the history of our
state. Itis very difficult to continue to provide what is best for our students when our budget is
being reduced 14%. Regardless of the cuts in funding, Sanford School is committed to excellence
and will continue to do the best we can.

We educate some of the best students in the State of Colorado. | am continually amazed at the
number of visitors to our school who share with me their excitement for the fine education system
that we have. | sometimes wonder if we fully understand how fortunate we are. The quality of stu-
dents who attend Sanford cannot be matched anywhere else in the Valley. The success that our
students achieve is outstanding. Nowhere else in the Valley does a school our size have three voca-
tional programs and clubs thriving. From recent district competition, these clubs are proving they

are the best in the Valley. Two reasons for this success: first, we have the best students, and sec-

ond, we have the best teachers. Our Student Council has done some amazing work this year.

3. Make sure that your child gets enough sleep the night before the test.

4. Provide a high -protein, _healthy, low -sugar breakfast for your child. Kids learn better on full stomachs, but if their stomachs are full of
sugary, heavy foods that will make them sleepy or slightly queasy, it's not much better than an empty stomach.

5. A calm environment in the home helps to achieve peak performance.

6. Talk to your child about how the test went, what he or she did well, and what he or she would have done differently. Think of it as a
mini-debriefing or brainstorming session. You can talk about  test -taking strategies _after the fact as easily as beforehand.

While | have stressed the i mportance of taking CSAP testing.Testsda ou
not reveal a childoés curiosity, resilience, compassion, ormngdtapaact
ticular point in time, and they give us information about how we may provide the very best education for your children.

from person to person by respiratory droplets. The symptoms of influenza may include: fe-
ver greater than 100°F; sore throat, cough and stuffy nose; and chills, headache, body
aches and fatigue. People with these symptoms who are NOT seriously ill are asked NOT to
present to clinics and emergency departments. The flu cannot be treated with antibiotics.
Self -care at home includes fluids, medication for fever (NOT aspirin), and rest.

Strep throat is also going around, so if your child has a very sore throat, he/she probably
does need to be seen by a doctor and prescribed antibiotics. If your child is diagnosed with
strep throat, he/she needs to stay home from school until he/she has been on antibiotics
for 24 hours.

I will be working with the public health nurse this spring to get the 5 ™ graders their teta-
nus boosters (Tdap) and also with the seniors to get them any immunization they need to
have completed certificates of immunization. A reminder to these parents: please get in
consent forms as soon as possible! Without a consent form | —
