Dear Community,

The beginning of a new school year always brings excitement. The energy
that emulates from new and returning students is very contagious. For the
youngest students, it is a beginning to their future in education. For the seniors, it is a final
chapter that will prepare and launch them into the many opportunities that lie ahead. All ends
of the spectrum convey their excitement as they enter the doors of school for a new year. We
welcome each and every one of these students with the same contagious excitement.

With the beginning of school comes the end to an eventful summer break. As you are
probably aware, the school received a $22 million dollar grant for renovations and a new Pre -k-
12 school building through the BEST grant program. Forty  -six other school districts applied
for lease purchase grants, and after the final review, Sanford School District was ranked num-
ber two. The school was ranked not only number two in the amount awarded through this grant
but also as the number two school building in need of renovation or a new building. This ranking
came as a result of the large number of health and safety concerns as determined by the Colo-
rado School Building Assessment and the BEST Board appointed by the Colorado Department of
Education. The state does not give this grant to buildings that are not very much in need; they
do their homework.

The school building has been wonderfully maintained throughout its long life and appears
cosmetically in good shape. However, problems of mold beneath some areas of the building,
high CO2 levels in classrooms without adequate fresh air ventilation, and structures that have
been damaged because of leaking roofs have caused a health and safety concern that has been
echoed by the state in their school building assessment and recent awarding of the BEST grant.
In the completed statewide school building assessment report, the state identified $9,747,159
of needed repairs and upgrades to bring the school to a level of minimum health and safety
codes. We are fortunate to be the recipient of the BEST grant so that these issues can be ad-
dress. All students deserve a safe and healthy school!

Many more wonderful opportunities await the students who attend the Sanford School
District. Our faculty is highly committed to advancing each and every student in his/her aca-
demic pursuits. Student academic growth is measured periodically throughout the school year
and again annually with state assessments. We strive to provide a safe learning environment.
